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Use a 

search engine

or specialized

search engine.

Narrow your topic to

be more focused.

Think of a question you

want answered.

Create a list of key words,

phrases, and proper nouns

that you would expect to find

on a Web page on that topic.

Type in the search box:

- One or more key words 

that you would expect to find 

repeated within the page,

- Phrases within quotation marks, or

- Names within quotation marks.

Add additional key words

or phrases to your search

or remove some of your

search terms.

Try another

search engine

or directory.

Add the Web site to an appropriate 

folder or category of your tagging 

or bookmarking site (or to 

your browser's favorites or 

bookmarks); and, if appropriate, 

add the resource to your 

Works Cited document.

Use a Web directory to

explore different areas

within a broad topic.

Add words that you do 

not

want to appear, adding 

a minus sign before the word 

(or sometimes, the word NOT).
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
