Managing Student Use of Computers in the Classroom 

One computer for every child in the classroom provides opportunities that most students and teachers have never experienced. In order to provide quality learning experiences for all students, management issues that were never a concern now need to be addressed. Spend fifteen minutes discussing best practices for managing student use of computers in the classroom.

Think about how the computers will be stored in the classroom. When and how do students get access to the computers? What procedures need to be in place for when the computers are not in use? (For example, will students return the computers to the docking station or keep them at their desk? What will the procedure be when the computer needs to be charged?)
