Selecting a Blog Site for Your Course

You will need to identify and become familiar with one or two blogging sites before conducting the course with your participants. Use the following instructions to identify the blogging site your participants will use. Participants will need to sign up for a blogging site before coming to the Module 1: Teaching with Projects session.
1. Review and choose a Web site for your participants' use from the Blogging Sites list. 
2. Check the lab where your training will be held to be sure the blogging site is not blocked.

3. Register and practice using the blogging site so you can demonstrate how to create blog entries when conducting Module 1: Teaching with Projects:

a. Register for an account.

b. Create a blog space.

c. Create a new entry.

d. Modify text.

e. Insert a picture.

f. Change the theme of the page (if applicable).
g. Post comments to an entry.

4. Decide how your participants will register for the blogging site. Refer to the Blogging Tutorial [insert link to doc] for information on setting up a blogging portal for your course. These instructions apply to the blog site, www.21classes.com but can serve as a reference for other blogging sites.
5. Send a message or post an announcement to participants during the Orientation module with instructions for registering for the site depending on the method you choose.
6. Record the URL of the blog site on the Login information page and on the Blog link on your Home Page.
