Copyright License Agreement Information

It is very important that IP is properly maintained for the materials that you do use. If you plan to adapt any of the materials from the Designing Effective Projects resource, you may need to obtain a Copyright License Agreement to adapt and use this material. Review the sections below to understand whether you need a copyright license agreement and if so, how to properly obtain one.

Understanding the Copyright License Agreement for Designing Effective Projects

· If you plan to adapt (translate and localize) the Designing Effective Projects Web content for use on any Web site (RTA, government) that is not an Intel Web site, you need to have a completed Copyright License Agreement prior to beginning adaptation.

· If you plan to adapt (translate and localize) the Designing Effective Projects Web content for use on an Intel Web site, you do not need to have a license agreement.

· If you plan to adapt (translate and localize) the Designing Effective Projects Web content for use in teacher enhancement resources or training materials, you need to have a completed Copyright License Agreement prior to beginning adaptation.

Obtaining a Copyright License Agreement for Designing Effective Projects

1. The Education Manager should download the Copyright License Agreement for the Designing Effective Projects Web content.

2. The Education Manager and curriculum team should describe and review the adaptation plan via email with Anne Batey (anne.batey@intel.com) and Paige Kuni (paige.kuni@intel.com).

3. The Education Manager should complete the blank fields on the Copyright License Agreement pertaining to the Licensee.

4. The updated Copyright License Agreement is to be sent to Paige Kuni (paige.kuni@intel.com).

5. Paige will work to complete the timeframe for the agreement (the highlighted area) and the rest of the fields.

6. Intel will complete the Copyright License Agreement for the Designing Effective Projects Web content. The Education Manager will be sent a copy of the completed agreement.

7. Upon receipt of the completed agreement, you may begin adaptation of the Designing Effective Projects Web content, per the agreement.
