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Overview
The completed Intel® Teach Getting Started Course Master Teacher (MT) Curriculum CD sample was created using HTML pages, PDF pages, and a CD indexing software. 
This document provides information about how your CD should function and look. The document also provides high-level information on the processes and software applications used to create the sample CD.

CD Functionality
The CD must contain the following functionality and design elements. The CD may be created using any software application capable of producing this level of functionality. The Corporate Sample CD was creating using Macromedia RoboHelp*. The CD includes the following components: 
· A CD_Start HTML page that serves as an introduction to the CD interface.

· An HTML navigation structure that operates in a web browswer and includes the following:

· A Top Navigation Pane with buttons for:

· Contents - When clicked, it displays the left navigation contents pane (if it has been hidden). This feature is standard for RoboHelp.
· Back - When clicked, it takes the user back to the previously viewed page. Code for this button is OnClick: javascript:history.back();
· About CD - When clicked, it displays information about the CD version, date, creator, and so on. This feature is standard for RoboHelp. However, you will need to modify this HTML page to fit the information for this CD.

· A Left Navigation Pane with sections and links for:

· Using this CD page, which includes:
· System requirements

· Terms of use

· Installation instructions

· Tips for using the CD

· Contact information
· Welcome

· Course Introduction

· Modules 1-12
· Appendix

· Master Teacher Appendix
· Web Resources

· A Right Contents Pane that displays PDF or HTML content

· PDF pages from the Master Teacher manual that include all module and appendix content. These pages:

· Display in the right pane when corresponding links are selected from the left pane
· Are password-protected (to allow for saving and printing, but not copying and editing)

· Are static and do not contain hyperlinks to other pages or Web sites

CD Design
The CD must contain the following design elements. The CD may be created using any software application capable of producing these designs.
Sample Homepage Design
The homepage for the CD should resemble the picture below. The HTML page has been formatted to fit an 800x600 monitor size, which is the minimum size allowed.

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Top Navigation Pane Design

Pane Background Color: White

Button design: Buttons should mirror the buttons on the sample CD in terms of design and mouse-over and on-click functionality. All buttons should be saved as GIF files, optimized for on-screen viewing.

Left Navigation Pane Design

Pane Background Color: Light Gray (241/241/242)

TOC Text: Font = Verdana, Size = 8 pt, Color = Black

TOC Text Functionality:

· Text mouse-over/hover = Text changes to blue (8/96/168) and underlined.

· Text click = Text becomes highlighted in light blue (166/202/225).

TOC Icons:

· Expandable link = Icon_Book_Closed (GIF file)
· Collapsible link = Icon_Book_Open (GIF file)

· Page that opens in right pane = Icon_Page (GIF file)
· Note: The TOC icons are available in the Intel® Teach Curriculum Guidelines (see Icon Set C)
Hide TOC icon: Black “X” (GIF file)
Production Processes Used for the Sample CD
The following outlines the production processes used to create the sample CD:

· The HTML pages were created using Microsoft FrontPage 2003*. Any comparable software application could be used to design these CD pages.
· The PDF pages were created from the QuarkXpress* manual files, which were outputted to Adobe Acrobat Professional 7.0*. These pages were they extracted to cover a specific book section (such as Module 1, Exercise 2). They pages were then customized and secured with a password using a batch process. Any comparable software application could be used to design create, extract, customize, and secure the manual files. They should be outputted to PDF format, since most teachers should have access to a reader for this file type.
· The following customized initial view settings were added to each PDF file through a batch process:
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· The following document security setting were added:
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· All HTML and PDF files were imported into Macromedia RoboHelp. A table of contents was created and all corresponding files were linked to it. The end result is the left navigation pane. Within RoboHelp, a customized skin was created matching the CD design elements listed in the above CD Design section.

· The final RoboHelp files were generated for output (as WebHelp layout). Those outputted files are what you see on the sample CD. To make sure all PDF pages open at the top, edits were made to one of the outputted XML files. To set all PDF pages to open at the top:

1. Within the outputted CD project folder, open the whxdata folder.

2. Right-click the whtdata0.xml file and choose to open it in Notepad*.

3. Click Edit > Replace.

4. In the Find what box, type: .pdf
5. In the Replace with box, type: .pdf#view=fith,0,0
6. Click Replace All.
7. When the find/replace is finished, click Cancel.
8. Click File > Save.
9. The PDF pages in the CD should now be set to open at the top of the first page. View your final CD files to verify the setting changes were properly made.

· If you would like to edit the sample CD files directly, please follow the process below:

1. Copy the entire CD to folder on a computer’s hard disk drive. 

2. Right-click the top-level folder and select Properties. 

3. On the General tab, click the box next to Read-only to clear the checkmark or green square. 

4. All files within the folder will now be editable.
Note: Although you can use the above process to edit the HTML files on the CD, you should create your own PDF files using your adapted Master Teacher manual.
A comparable indexing software can be used to create the CD navigation surround. You could also create this in an HTML software application. Please be sure to review the CD Functionality and CD Design sections carefully if you opt to use a different type of software to create your CD.
· The completed CD was tested using the Test Script document located on this Production Kit CD. After testing was complete, all changes/corrections were made and a final testing and approval was completed.
CD Packaging Materials
The CD packaging materials consist of a case cover, case insert, and CD labels for the Getting Started MT Curriculum CD. The CD labels are provided in 1-color and 2-color options. All packaging materials are provided as templates in QuarkXpress 6*, QuarkXpress 5*, and PDF. Translate and localize the packaging materials to meet your needs.[image: image5.png]
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
