Updates to the Intel® Teach Essentials Course Version 10.1:
· All activities are streamlined to reduce the number of total pages in the course and to emphasize the most critical components.
· Some activities are eliminated or reduced to allow more time to explore course resources and to work on the different projects of the course.

· The presentation to gauge student needs is changed to an assessment document.
· Course rubrics are revised to include more traits with single descriptors at each rating level, rather than multiple descriptors.
· Reflection prompts are more open-ended to encourage a broader range of responses.

· Online collaborative resources are used to practice writing Curriculum-Framing Questions and to explore ideas for using the Internet in their classrooms instead of to share unit information.
· Participants create a multimedia presentation to share their units and their gauging student needs assessment with a small group.
· A downloadable Notebook with selected activities is available for participants to type their answers in or print and write in by hand.
