· Can invite and unenroll users
· Can not edit the course content

	Facilitator
	· Co- facilitator

· Same access as the FacilitatorPrimary except facilitator’s image does not show in the course

	MT Candidate
	· Master Teachers are participants in course 
· Can see the embedded facilitation tips
·  No administrative or facilitative features available 

· No course creation privileges

	
	PT
	· Participant Teachers are participants in course
· No access to the course facilitation tips.

· No administrative or facilitative features available 
· No course creation privileges

	
	Evaluator
	· An evaluator at the site level can enter any course and view all components of the course including:

· individual participant assessments in the My Work tab
· access to the Facilitation Tab functionality to review survey data and note certified participants.  

· Access course reporting features
· An evaluator should not be able to edit the course nor enroll and register participants
· An evaluator should not participate in course discussions either on the wiki or in the Teacher’s Lounge. 

Note: The evaluator role can be assigned by Category so that evaluators only have access to the specific courses as needed.
