	Health, Grade 2: I created a tally sheet students will use while they analyze the contents of their lunch. They will use the sheet to tally what types of food they have in their lunch and categorize them in the appropriate food groups. After the unit, students tally again and see if their lunches are healthier than at the beginning of the unit. This will also help practice their tally marks and gathering data skills. As an extension, they could create a graph based on the information they gathered.
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	Families, Grade 2: One of my student support documents is a form for a family tree. Students collect information about their parents and grandparents, and record it in the form fields. They use the form to show how they are like their family members and where they got some of their traits, such as blue eyes from their grandpa on their Mother's side, etc. They also use it as a reference when they conduct research about the year when their parents and grandparents were born, and compare and contrast how life has changed. 
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	Career Choices, Grades 7-9: I created a project management checklist so my students can help direct their own learning as they progress through the unit. I will hand it out at the beginning of the unit and ask them to refer to it at key points along the way. I will probably need to provide instruction on some of the strategies within the document because they will be new to my students.
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	World Issues, Grade 8: My student support doc is a form that outlines a country plan of action students will use when they conduct research to address problems such as global warming. They will use the information gathered in the plan of action when they participate in a mock world council.
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	Energy Innovations, Grades 9-10: I tried making a form to assist students in their research process so they can organize the information they read and give them focus while they are researching. It also helps them to keep track of their works cited. The only problem is the margins aren't locked on the table. Is there a way to do that? I thought saving it as a template would lock everything down. When students type in the boxes, it moves the margins of my table unless they manually return which I didn't want them to do unless they are making a new point. 
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	Graphs, Grades 11-12: I made some graphs and inserted them into a word processing document so my students could analyze them. I want them to interpret what they show as well as create a situation that describes what is depicted. I will use the information from this support doc to differentiate my instruction so that students who are struggling will receive more practice and those who have a good idea can move to more difficult concepts.
