c. In the Description area, add information regarding your professional experience, including:

· Grade level(s) you teach

· Subject(s) you teach

· Years of teaching experience

· Leadership roles in your school and district (such as department chair, administrator, and so forth)

· Comfort level with technology, experience with online courses, access to computers (such as Internet, lab, laptop, e-mail account, school vs. home vs. ?), and frequency of technology use in the classroom

d. The Picture area is recommended. We strongly encourage you to add a digital photograph.
