1.)  Organization

· 4 points – Clear organization, reinforced relevant pictures. Stays focused throughout.

· 3 points – Mostly organized, but loses focus once or twice.

· 2 points – Somewhat organized, but loses focus 3 or more times.

· 1 point – No clear organization to the presentation.

2.) Content:  currency & relevance

· 4 points – Incorporates Share market trends and its effects on choice on investor’s decision(s) that finally make up the investment portfolio with an aim to increase EPS. Relevant concepts and assumptions regarding increasing EPS are also mentioned appropriately satisfying the cause effectively. The presentation also includes real world examples from the current share market position so as to make it authentic and reliable source. 
· 3 points – Incorporates Share market trends and its effects on choice that investor’s decision that finally make up the investment portfolio, but does not incorporate key concepts behind increasing EPS. However, the presentation has real life connections by citing various day-to-day market scenarios that helps the audiences making right decision regarding their portfolio. 
· 2 points – Incorporates Share market trends into the presentation. The presentation lacks the real life connection and involve too much of concepts related to equities and Debts. 
· 1 point –  Presentation incorporates too much Share market concepts and definitions of various terms making no connection with the real world. Presentation does not focus on linking concepts with the real life thereby making suggestion/directing audiences to finalize their portfolio. 
3.) Quality of Presentation
· 4 points – Slides support the presentation, are easy to read and understand.  Slides contain no spelling or grammatical errors. 

· 3 points – 80% of the slides are easy to read and understand.  Others contain too much information or have illegible font. One or two spelling grammatical errors are present.

· 2 points – 50% of the slides are easy to read and understand.  Others contain too much information or have illegible font.  Three to five spelling or grammatical errors are present   

· 1 point – 80% of the slides are difficult to read and understand.  More than five spelling and grammar errors exist.

4.) Quality of conclusion

· 4 points – Clearly organized thoughts, right linkages between the concepts read in books and what really happens on the share market floor. Real and current examples with focused justification make the conclusion trustworthy for the audiences. Presentation also clearly addresses to the Essential and Unit Questions.  Smooth transitional flow from body of presentation into summarization.

· 3 points - Clearly organized thoughts, right linkages between the concepts read in books and what really happens on the share market floor. Presentation also contains real examples  focusing  justification make the conclusion trustworthy for the audiences, but these examples are an year old. Conclusion is not complete or organized. It only addresses the Unit Question. Essential Question is partially addressed.  Transitional flow from body of presentation to conclusion is not smooth.

· 2 points – Presentation of thoughts not synchronized. Disconcerting flow from body of presentation into conclusion. Both Essential and Unit Questions are not addressed effectively. Only content questions are being addressed.  Presentation lacks consistent flow.

· 1 point – Conclusion omitted. Presentation has no connection to the Essential and Unit Questions. Presentation does not end in a smooth manner. 

5.) Presentation Skills
· 4 points – Group Effort is quite evident. Members take turns after equal intervals. Each member has his/her unique contribution to talk about. Pace is neither too fast nor too slow.

· 3 points – Problems exist with group effort. 50% of the group members do not act coordinative. Lacks planning on 50% of the members. Either enunciation or pace, but these problems occur for less than 20% of the speech.

· 2 points – Problems exist with both enunciation and pace and Group Efforts. Lacks planning. These problems occur for more than 50% of the enunciation or pace. 
· 1 point – No Group Effort is being shown. Members speak randomly without much planning.  Speaker mumbles.  Pace is either too fast or too slow.

6.) Professionalism

· 4 points – Clothing is business-like, speaker is poised and well prepared.  Lack of distracting mannerisms by speaker during presentation.  Audience is able to focus entirely on information offered in presentation without distraction by the speakers

· 3 points – Clothing is business-like or neat.  Speaker lacks some confidence and/or relies on note cards less than 20% of the time.  A minimal number of distracting mannerisms during presentation.  Focus by audience is interrupted by speaker’s mannerisms less than 20% of the time. 

· 2 points – Clothing is business-like or neat in appearance.  Speaker lacks confidence and/or relies on note cards more than 50% of the time but not more than 80% of the time.  A moderate number of distracting mannerisms during presentation.  Focus by audience is interrupted by speaker’s mannerisms more than 50% of the time but not more than 80% of the time. 

· 1 point – Clothing is not appropriate and/or appearance is unkempt.  Speaker reads entire presentation.  Mannerisms are extremely distracting to the audience at least 80% of the time of the presentation.  Mannerisms are so distracting that the audience finds it difficult to concentrate on presentation.
