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Setting Up a Wiki for Your Course

1. Review and choose a Web site for your wiki from the Wiki Sites list.
2. If you choose the wik.is* site, refer to the Wiki Tutorial in the Resources tab > Prepare for Course link for steps and suggestions for setting up your wiki site for the Intel® Teach Essentials Online Course or your own personal classroom. The process of setting up a wiki is similar on many wiki sites, but features and specific instructions will vary.
3. Regardless of the site you choose, be sure to complete the following:

a. Create a new wiki site for your course. Give the wiki a name (with no spaces or special characters) that will address all possible uses from pedagogical discussions to the final showcase. For example, your_name_Essentials or school_name_EssentialsOnlineCourse.
b. Choose whether you want the site to be editable by anyone without a password (easiest to manage) or editable by designated users (requires extra setup time, but provides greater control).
· If you allow the wiki to be a public site (no preapproved collaborators), you simply need to provide the Web site address (URL) to your participants.
· If you require editors of the page to log on with a password, either provide participants with your user name and password or, when you have participants, return to your wiki site’s settings to enter participants' e-mail addresses as members of your wiki. To do this:
· Copy the e-mail addresses of your participants into the section for authorized users/editors.
· Direct your participants to check the Announcements area for an announcement entitled Wiki Site during the Orientation module to obtain instructions on how to access the wiki and the Sample Message entitled “Blog and Wiki Registration.”
4. Set up the first page of the wiki with a welcome message and some basic instructions, such as the following.
Home Page
Welcome to the wiki for our Intel® Teach Essentials Online Course!

We will use this wiki to share ideas and share our finished products. Use this home page to: [create bulleted list]

· Go to our blogging community [create link to blogging site]
· Contribute to the Module 2: Planning My Unit, Pedagogical Practices discussion [create link after subpage is created]
· Collaborate on the online spreadsheets and documents for the course [create link to online collaborative editing site]
· Participate in the Portfolio Showcase [create link after subpage is created]
5. Create a subpage for the Module 2: Planning My Unit, Pedagogical Practices discussion. Choose a name with no spaces or special characters, such as Module_2_Pedagogical_Practices. If you choose to provide detailed instructions, such as the following content, be sure that the directions match the tools and setup instructions specific to the wiki site you are using.
Module_2_Pedagogical_Practices
With your group, create a new wiki page as you discuss concerns and possible solutions for one of the following questions:
· How do I make sure students meet standards—and meet enough of them to make the effort worthwhile—in open-ended activities and projects?

· If students are in charge of their own learning, how will we be sure they learn what is important?

· How do I ensure accountability when students work in groups?

Directions:
1. Copy the question for your group's discussion.

2. Create a New subpage.

3. Replace the title with your own. (It will become part of the URL and left navigation.)

4. Save the page using the top-left Save button. Use the Save button on the second row to save frequently while you work.

5. Paste your group’s question under the page title.
6. Create a 2-column, 8-row table with Concerns in the left column and Solutions in the right column.

7. Discuss and enter your concerns and possible solutions in the table.

8. If you know of any online resources relevant to your topic, use the Insert a link (L) button to add a link to the resource.
9. When your discussion and wiki entry are finished, click Save.

10. Review the other groups' pages and add to their solution lists by clicking Edit page.

Note: The preceding text is an example only. Each wiki site’s setup is different. Be sure to include appropriate instructions for the wiki site you use.
6. Allow your participants to set up their own pages so that they gain some experience in creating wikis.
7. Record the URL of the wiki site and any access information (such as login name and password) in an Announcement you provide to your participants. Record your login information on your “Login information” document saved in your Portfolio folder and on the My Links on your Home Page.

Setting Up Your Portfolio Showcase

Use the same wiki space for the Unit Portfolio Showcase as you used in Module 2. Complete the following instructions:
1. Add a new subpage to your wiki.
2. Name your subpage without using spaces or special characters, such as Portfolio_Showcase.
3. If you choose to provide detailed instructions, such as the following content, be sure that your instructions match the tools and setup specific to the wiki site you are using.
Module 8: Showcasing Unit Portfolios

Note: You may want to copy this entire page and temporarily paste it into your own subpage while you add the details about and links to your Unit Portfolio.
Directions:
1. Create a New subpage.

2. Add a title for your page starting with your first name (for example, Claire's Showcase). Adding the title to your page automatically makes the page link the same name.

3. Save the page and then go back to Edit page.

4. Enter the introductory information about your unit, including:

· Unit Plan title
· Brief summary (which you can copy and paste from your Unit Plan)
· Curriculum-Framing Questions
· Web site address of your blog (optional)
5.
Save your page.

6.
Upload the following files for your showcase using the link at the bottom of your page:

· Unit Plan
· Summative assessment
· Student sample (if your sample is an online resource, provide a link to the site)
· Facilitation or student support resource
· Any other resources you would like to share

Optional method: Embed the desired portfolio files into your Unit Plan document and upload just the Unit Plan. This option is only practical if your embedded files are fairly small (under 500KB each).
