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Directions for Sharing Activities
Module 3 Pair and Share

Providing Feedback on Unit Portfolio Presentations
In Module 3, you use the Sharing tab to give and receive feedback on your Unit Portfolio Presentation with the embedded gauging student needs assessment. When giving feedback, focus on strengths as well as areas of improvement, and be as specific as possible. Before giving feedback, make sure your Unit Portfolio Presentation with the embedded gauging student needs assessment is attached to your discussion post.
Reviewing Documents

Your group will provide verbal feedback while taking turns recording key points of the feedback in each group member’s posting. Refer to the Portfolio Rubric, Standards and Objective Rubric, Curriculum-Framing Questions Rubric, and Tips and Tools for Giving Feedback. To provide feedback to group members:
1. Determine as a group which member will be the first to present his or her gauging student needs assessment and Unit Portfolio Presentation. The presenter should:
a. Find his or her Module 3: Pair and Share post.

b. Review the contents of the post with the group.

c. Open the Unit Portfolio Presentation and start sharing with the group.

2. Determine which group member will be the first to record the verbal feedback. The recorder should:

a. Click the group’s Module 3: Pair and Share sharing discussion thread.
b. Find the presenter’s post.

c. Click Reply to the presenter’s post.
d. Change the Subject text box to indicate you are providing feedback, for example, Group Feedback.

e. Record key points of the verbal feedback in the reply. Remember to be specific and constructive.

f. When finished, click Post to forum.

g. If not automatically taken back to the discussion thread, click Back to Sharing.
Note: The Continue link takes you back to the discussion thread.

h. Review the post. Remember that you have 30 minutes to make changes to your post. To make changes:
a. Click Edit.

b. Change your post.

c. Click Save Changes.

d. Click Back to Sharing.

i. Click Back to Sharing again to return to the Sharing tab.
3. Repeat this process for all group members.
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
