Selecting schools for an instrumental case study research.

This note explains the parameters for creating a list of possible schools for the case studies in your country. In an instrumental case study, the analytical focus is on identifying underlying factors and patterns that can be generalized beyond the case study
 to inform a broader discussion on technology integration and education reform in your country and in the Arab region more broadly.  The research literature from around the world show that ICT integration is a very difficult process, so the objective of this research is to look closely at a few schools that you and your ministry think are doing a good job at making this transition given the strengths and challenges typical to schools in your country.

You should identify a list of 6 to 10 schools that you, the MOE and the RTA think are good examples of using Intel Teach to support changes in the school and in the classroom. Success was defined by the local stakeholders to represent what they felt would be reasonable expectations for schools and teachers in their country. From the list of schools, EDC will select the final 2 candidates who will be asked to participate.

You should use the following characteristics as you decide:

· You should chose schools with teachers that have taken the Essentials Course at least two years ago (or longer) and that fit their own criteria for success. 

· You should select schools that you know are doing things.  Try to find schools where a number of teachers are using technology.

· You should include schools that represent a few important distinctions in your country (i.e. urban/ rural, different language groups, capital or provinces).

· You may also want to consider schools that are successful in some way even when facing a particular challenge for schools in your country (i.e. the school is very overcrowded or has a lot of refugee students, a lot of students from poor families, etc)

· You should exclude schools with privileged access to resources, technology, or funds. They need to be schools that are more or less “typical” for schools that have ICT resources.  
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
