For proper cooling and airflow, alwaysinstall the Access Cover before
turning on the server. Operating it without the cover in place can damage
system parts.

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About the Fixed Drive Kit

Thisfixed drive kit can be installed in the Intel® Server Chassis SR1400 or the Intel® Server Chassis
SR2400. The kit provides you with the ability to install up to three fixed SATA drivesinto your
Server Chassis SR1400 or SR2400. For easier SATA data and power cable routing in the Server
Chassis SR2400, you should install the SATA drivesinto the lower bays.Y ou cannot install hot-
swap drivesinto either chassis when this kit isinstalled.

Before starting, remove the CD ROM tray and any installed drive carriers from the Server Chassis
SR1400 or SR2400.

[1 NoTE

The number of drives you can actualy install depends on the server board
capabilities, but the chassis limit is three drives with either the Server Chassis
SR1400 or SR2400.

Document Scope and Assumptions

This document provides instructions to guide you through installing the fixed drive kit into either
the Intel® Server Chassis SR1400 or SR2400.

The instructions in this document are specific to the Intel® Server Boards SE7520JR2, SE7320V P2
and SE7221BK1-E. Thiskit may work with other Intel® Server Boards as well. For boards other
than these server boards, refer to the documentation that came with your server board to determine
compatibility and cable routing.

This document assumes you are installing the fixed drive kit during an initial integration process,
before your server system is up and running. Because the Quick Start User’s Guide used for the
initial integration is used for several implementations, thisinstruction guide will ask you to
uninstall selected components that you may have just installed. For the best results, read through
both the Quick Start User’s Guide and this installation guide before beginning your installation.

If you are installing the fixed drive kit into afully integrated server system that is currently

operational, you will need to uninstall several components. Refer to the appropriate Intel® Server

Chassis User Guide for instructions on removing and reinstalling components. The User’s Guides

are available at

The Quick Start User’s Guide will direct you to this guide at the
appropriate point during the integration process.

Install SATA Power Cable Adapter

1. Connect the SATA Power Cable Adapter to the 2x3 Power Supply Cable that extends from
your power supply. Seeletters“A” and “B” in the figure below.

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Install Slimline Floppy Drive (optional)

The carrier for the slimline floppy drive was sent to you in the hardware kit
that came with your Server Chassis SR2400.

The carrier for the slimline DVD-ROM drive/ CD-ROM drive was pre-
installed in the slimline drive bay of your Server Chassis SR2400. It will
need to be removed from the chassis before beginning.

1. Alignthetwo holes at the left side of the floppy drive with the two cutouts in the floppy drive
carrier. Seeletter “A” in the figure below.

2. Lower theright side of the floppy drive into the carrier until it clicks into place. See letter “B”
in the figure.

3. Open the connector on the rear of the floppy drive by pulling up on the connector cover. See
letter “A” in the figure below.

4. Insert one end of the 26-pin flat flex cable into the connector.
5. Push down on the connector cover to lock the cable into place.

6. Open the connector on the interposer board by pulling out on the connector cover. See letter
“D” inthefigure below.

7. Insert the loose end of the floppy cable into the interpose board connector. See letter “E” in the
figure.

8. Pushin on the connector cover to lock the cable into place. Seeletter “F’ in the figure.

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9. Lower theinterposer board into the floppy drive tray and engage the notch. See Letter “A” in

the figure below.
10. Attach the interposer board to floppy drive with the screw that was included with the interpose

13. Connect the remaining end of the floppy drive power cable to the power connector on the rear
of the floppy drive. See letter “D” in the figure.

14. Connect the floppy drive data cable that was included with your kit between the floppy drive
data connector and the server board. Seeletters“E” and “F” in the figure. See your server board
documentation for assistance in locating the connector location on the server board.

15. Step 12 of your Intel Server Chassis SR2400 Quick Start User’s Guide will direct you to install
the air baffle. The floppy drive data cable must route beneath this air baffle, as shown in the
diagram below.

1. Alignthetwo holes at |eft edge of DVD-ROM / CD-ROM drive with the cutoutsin drive
carrier. Seeletter “A” in the figure below.

2. Lower theright side of the DVD-ROM / CD-ROM driveinto the carrier until it clicksinto
place. See letter “B” in the figure below.

3. Usethetwo screwsindicated in the figure to attach the interpose board to the DVD-ROM / CD-
ROM drive. Seeletters“C” and “D” in the figure.

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4. Insert the DVD-ROM / CD-ROM drive into the chassis. See letter “A” in the figure below.
Connect the 2x2 end of the DV D-ROM/CD-ROM drive power cable that was included with
your kit to the 2x2 power connector on SATA power adapter cable. Seeletters“B” and “C” in
the figure below.

6. Connect the remaining end of the drive power cable to the power connector on the rear of the
DVD-ROM or CD-ROM drive. See letter “D” in the figure.

7. Connect the DVD-ROM / CD-ROM drive data cabl e that was included with your kit between
the interposer board and the IDE connector on the server board. Seeletters“E” and “F” in the
figure. See your server board documentation for assistance in locating the connector location on
the server board.

8. Step 12 of your Intel Server Chassis SR2400 Quick Start User’s Guide will direct you to install
the air baffle. The DVD-ROM / CD-ROM drive data cable must route benesth this air baffle, as
shown in the diagram below.

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Install SATA Data Cable(s)

1. For each drive you will beinstalling, route one SATA data cable from the server board to a
hard drive bay, with the right-angle end of the SATA data connector going to the server board.

2. Connect the right-angle SATA data connector to the corresponding location on the server
board. See letter “B” in the figure below. See your server board documentation for assistancein
locating the SATA connector |location(s) on the server board.

3. Lay theremaining end of the SATA data connector(s) in the drive bay(s). Plan toinstall SATA
hard drives first into the lower three bays to ease power cable routing. Y ou will connect the
SATA data and power cables when you install the hard drive(s). Seeletters“A” and “C” to see
how the SATA dataand power cables will connect.

4. Step 12 of your Intel Server Chassis SR2400 Quick Start User’'s Guide will direct you to install
the air baffle. The SATA drive data and power cable(s) must route beneath this air baffle, as
shown by letters“D” and “E” in the diagram below.

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Install Filler Panels

2. Install afiller panel into the empty slot above the sixth drive bay, unless you are installing the
tape drive kit as part of your integration process. See letter “B” in the figure below.

3. Install the drive bay blank into the the sixth drive bay if no driveisinstalled in this bay. See

letter “C” in the figure.

Install empty hard drive carriersinto remaining upper drive bays.

Install drive blanks into any lower bays that will not have a hard drive installed.

Return to the Intel® Server Chassis SR1400 Quick Start User’s Guide, continuing with Step 11 and
making the following changes to the Cable Routing Legend shown in Step 11:

Cable routing through rear notch:

= Add SATA data cable(s). Refer to Figure 17 in this document for assistance.

*= Add floppy datacable (if floppy driveisinstalled)

* Add DVD-ROM or CD-ROM datacable (if DVD-ROM or DVD-ROM driveisinstalled)

Cable routing through bottom notch:

»= Add front panel cable
= Add SATA datacable(s). Refer to Figure 17 in this document for assistance.
= Add SATA power adapter cable. Refer to Figure 17 in this document for assistance.

Following Step 19 in the Quick Start User’s Guide, connect the data and power cable(s) to your
